The title and inspiration for Sometimes comes from my youngest son, Adrian. “Sometimes when I’m awake I still dream” was his (then) four-year-old way of telling me about his fears, that sometimes the same things that gave him nightmares would pop into his mind while he was awake. Some of these fears were easy to put to rest (the threat of alligators in the lakes of Michigan). Others were more difficult to brush away. The work divides into two large sections. The first section is more active, noisy, and includes more references to the original text. The second section departs from the text in a more abstract way, focusing more on elongated resonances and slowly evolving textures. [kk]]
